(a brief bio and Masonic History)

RWB Art Thompson was born in Seattle Washington on July 29, 1921 and moved to the Alberni Valley in 1928. In
1937 Art began working for McLean Mill and Logging Operation however he heard the call of the circus and in
1939/40 travelled with the Crescent Carnival Show riding a motorcycle on the straight wall of the motodrome (AKA
:STRAIGHT WALL OF DEATH). Art then became a Barker and was in charge of setup and tear down at each loca-
tion.

Brother Artds wander |l ust ended in 1941 and he was back

Railway Grade and later laying the steel tracks for Bloedel, Stewart and Welsh. From 1942 to 1944 you could see
Art Operating Speeders or a North  -West Shovel as he built the Franklin River Rail Grade.

March 1945 and wanderlust again hit Art as he joined the BC Provincial Police in Vancouver and was posted to the
Squamish Detachment and in 1948 was transferred to the University Detachment at Point Grey. Art left the force

in the fall of 1949 returning to the Al berni Vall ey
two uncles from 1920 to 1949. To finance the farm Art again worked for Bloedel, Stewart and Welsh building log-
ging roads at Great Central Lake. Bloedel joined forces with McMillan becoming M&B and the Central Lake Camp
became Sproat Lake Division.

March 1954 found Art working for School District 70 as a Bus Driver and Mechanic and he worked for them for 26
1/2 years and continued to operate the farm (now known as ACACIA ACRES FARM).

In 1954 Brother Art also acquired a Farm Woodlot and developed a small logging operation, which has recently been
expanded to become known as Woodlot License #011, and is now managed by Art and his son Todd.

Art and his lovely wife Joan came together in 1970
children and their life together is happiness supreme!
