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R.W. BROTHER ANDY MURRAY  

I lived in a small southern town in Alberta called Longview which is along highway 22 between Calgary and Fort McLeod 

but I was born in High River just a few miles north of there towards Calgary.  When I was about 4 yrs old we moved to 
Edmonton where I grew up and went to school and on May 14 th of 1968 I left to join the R.C.M.P. I trained in Regina 
and Penhold (Alberta) and served mostly in BC.   

I graduated from the R.C.M.P. Academy in December 1968 and my first posting was Cloverdale, B.C. where I met the 
love of my life, Barbara.

During my career I served in many communities throughout BC except in the northwest. In 1991 I was commissioned 
and I/we were posted to Saskatoon (the city of bridges) for 31/2 years and really enjoyed it.

Lodge #158.  

I am also a 32° Scottish Rite Freemason.  I am a member of Colville Lodge of Perfection, Nanaimo and a member of 
Scottish Rite in Victoria. 

I am also a Shriner.  I joined the Shrine in 1994 in Regina, Saskatchewan and became a member of Wa-Wa Temple. 
Currently I am a member of Alpar Shrine Club in Port Alberni and a member of Nanaimo & Dist Shrine Club of which I 
am the hospital rep.

My thanks to everyone for your support, your kindness, thoughts and your prayers and not just during this past year as 
your District Deputy but for always and especially when Barb and I were dealing with my health issues.  We are so 

blessed to have you in our lives.  Thank you.   

As we continue with our Bio of Euclid Lodge Members it is fitting at this time to salute R.W. Brother Andy Murray.  Thank you Bro. Andy for 
taking the time to write out your history for the Brethren  and showing us how Masonry is a Way of Life. Not only is R.W. Brother Andy finishing
