     REGIONAL REPRESENTATIVE REPORT ï FEBRUARY 2010 

I am pleased to report that initiatives within our Grand Lodge and the Board of General Purposes continue at a very high and active level. 

Many changes within the Grand Lodge offices have been implemented, all leading to improved efficiencies and reduced operating costs. This 

trend will continue under the leadership of our Grand Secretary with support from our Grand Master. Details of these changes and improve-

ments have been communicated to the brethren of the lodges within District 5 and District 22 (which together compose Region 8), through 

my personal presentations while visiting the various lodges as well as forwarding minutes from the Board of General Purposes meetings. 

Please contact your respective lodge secretary if you wish to read these minutes. Additionally I can be contacted at any time in person, by 

phone or by email to answer any questions or concerns you may have and also bring issues to the GL BoGP. 

 

 I again remind all brethren that Grand Lodge exists because of us and it is their mandate and desire to serve us as effectively and as com-

pletely as possible. Our Grand Master has demonstrated he strongly supports these principles both in his presentations during official visits as 

well as through support of the Five Pillars Strategic Plan. 

 

During the Grand Masters inaugural address last June he struck an Adhoc Committee under the chairmanship of M.W. Bro. Stephen Godfrey. 

This Committees which has representation from brethren from across our Grand Jurisdiction, is conducting an Organizational Analysis of 

Grand Lodge. I am a member of this committee in addition to my responsibilities as your Regional Rep. Our work will be conducted over the 

next 3 to 4 years.

This committee has met twice and is making good progress. We are now at a stage where we need to come to the brethren to obtain feedback 

on issues to help us to continue to progress effectively.  To this end I have discussed this initiative with the District Deputy Grand Masters on 

both District 5 and District 22 and with their support have set dates for meetings in both Districts.

Your input will 

have a profound impact on the future direction of our Grand Jurisdiction. I will be personally contacting all Worshipful Masters within Re-

gion 8 inviting them to attend with as many of their lodge brethren as possible. Additionally, between now and the meeting dates I will be 

visiting as many lodges as possible where I will speak to this initiative to ensure brethren are well aware of  this Committees work.
