Travelling Gavel and have an equal number of Brethren, then the 

Challenger having the higher ranking Principle Officer shall claim said 

Gavel 

And finally, whereas if Two (2) or more Lodges make challenge and 

each is to be found having the same number of Brethren and Principle 

Officers of equal rank, then let it be known that the visiting Lodge chal-

lenging, having the highest total of number of age years of all itsõ visit-

ing Brethren, Officers and Brethren inclusive, shall be deemed to be the 

Victor in said Challenge and therefore shall lawfully make claim to 

the Travelling Gavel.   

Be it understood whereas in the event of any count for numbers present
